Note: For Class 2 USB audio, Windows-

Ground Switch
Note: The ground switch position should be set to 1as default. Use another position if a humming noise occurs.
Position 1 - Normal/default position. The main unit audio ground is lifted from chassis earth.

Position2 — USB Audio ground is lifted from the main unit audio ground, which is also lifted from chassis earth.
This may be useful to reduce hum and noise that can occur with some USB Audio setups.

Position3 — Main unit audio ground is connected directly to chassis ground and USB Audio ground. For some s
etups, this can reduce hum or noise when certain TVs, Turntables, and other equipment are connected to the
Evo unit.

USB Media

For connecting local media storage. Note that the USB ports are not intended for connection to Apple mobile
devices; no functionality, charging or otherwise is supported.

Ethernet

Use a wired connection for seamless playback of high-resolution 352.8kHz, 384kHz, and DSD 256.

. Trigger Out

Use a link wire between the Evo 300 and a product that has a trigger input. This will synchronise the power
state of both products when powering the Evo 300 on/standby.

Trigger In/IR In

Trigger In — Use a link wire between a product that has a trigger output and the Evo 300. This will synchronise
the power state of the Evo 300 with the controlling unit

IR In — Receives modulated IR commands from an IR repeater or custom install systems.

RS232C

Custom install control — a full protocol is available for the Evo 300 on our website.

USB Audio connection

PC Setup

Note: Before connecting your PC to the EVO, ensure you install the required Cambridge Audio Windows 2.0 USB
driver on your PC. Please Bnd a link to the most recent USB Audio driver here.
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. Connect your EVO 300 to your PC.

o After installing the correct driver, using a USB Audio cable (Type A to Type B), connect the USB Audio In on your EVO
300 to a USB port on the PC.

2. Select the USB Audio source.

o This can be done using the source selector on the front of the EVO 300, or by going to the Home tab and then selecting
USB Audio within the Sources section of the StreamMagic app.

3. Navigate to the CA Control Panel which should now be installed in your Windows taskbar. This will show any ¢
onnected Cambridge Audio USB Audio device and current sample rate.

4. Onyour PC, navigate to Settings > System > Sound. Select the EVO 300 as your output device from the drop-
down menu.

5. Within this same window under Related Settings on the right-hand side, select Sound Control Panel.

6. Onthe Playback tab, ensure that the EVO 300 is the default output device, then select Properties.

7. Within Speaker Properties, navigate to the Advanced tab. Select the desired bit depth and sample rate prefere
nce.
Note: This step is optional.

8. Your PC’s output will now playback via the EVO 300.

Mac Setup

Note: No extra drivers are required when using a Mac.

Connect your EVO 300 to your Mac.

Using a USB Audio cable (Type A to Type B), connectthe USB Audio Inon your EVO to a USB porton the Mac.

Note: If using a Mac without a USB Type A port, you may also use USBType C (Thunderbolt 3) to USB Type B
connection.

Select the USB Audio source.

This can be done using the source selector on the front of the EVO 300, or by going to the Home tab and then
selecting USB Audio within the Sources section of the StreamMagic app.

Within the System Preferences of the Mac, locate the Sound settings. Select the EVO 300 as the output sound
device.

On the Mac navigate to Applications > Utilities > Audio MIDI Setup. Select the EVO 300 as the output sound d
evice on the left column, and then using the drop-down options select the desired bit depth and sample rate
preference.

. Your Mac’s output will now playback via the EVO 300.
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Network connections

Important Note: It is vitally important that your EVO remains connected to an internet network as often as possibl
e, either via Wi-Fi or Ethernet. This will ensure that the unit is regularly updated to meet essential security
protocols, third party compatibility and the latest software requirements.

Failure to maintain your device with regular Brmware updates as provided by Cambridge Audio will void the prod

Note: Where possible, avoid the use of powerline adapters, Wi-

Connecting to a wired network

1. Connect a network cable (Category 5/5E straight-through Ethernet cable) between the EVO and your router.

2. Your EVO will now automatically connect to the network.

Connecting to a wireless network

iOS:

1. Ensure that your EVO is in range of your wireless router, and then power on your unit.

2. Go to the Wi-Fi settings on your iOS device and under ‘'SETUP NEW AIRPLAY SPEAKER'’ select 'EVO 300'.

3. Once connected, to complete unit setup download and install the StreamMagic app from the Apple App store.

Android:

1. Ensure that your EVO is in range of your wireless router, and then power on your unit.

eARC input

The
eARC function ona TV allows it to send audio and control commands to a connected audio product. This allows t
he TV to switch on the audio product when needed, and also to control the volume from the TV remote.

Troubleshooting

No signal shown on the front panel or no audio output from your connected product
e Make sure the HDMI input on your TV supports eARC

o Make sure the TV is set to use a connected audio system rather than its internal speakers

e Make sure that the audio output of your TV is set to 'Stereo PCM (Uncompressed)'

e Make sure your HDMI cable is compatible with HDMI 1.4 or above

o Make sure that 'TV Power Control' is enabled in the StreamMagic app on the ARC source settings page

Subwoofer Output

The Evo 300 features a fully configurable subwoofer output, allowing seamless integration with an active
subwoofer and precise control over bass management. Subwoofer settings are available from the main screen

via Audio Settings > Subwoofer in the StreamMagic app.
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Subwoofer Mode Choose how your subwoofer operates:

Off

e Your main speakers handle the full frequency range. The subwoofer is inactive.

On

e Your subwoofer plays alongside your main speakers. Set the volume level directly on the subwoofer itself.

On + Tuning Controls

e Your subwoofer plays, and you can fine-tune the integration from the app using the settings below.

Note: The default mode for the Evo 300 is On, as the unit manages speaker output internally. To access tuning
controls, switch to On + Tuning Controls.

Level Adjusts the subwoofer's volume relative to your main speakers. Increase it if the bass feels weak or lacking
presence; decrease it if it's overpowering the rest of the sound.

e Adjustable range: -10 dB to +10 dB

Available only when Subwoofer Mode is set to On + Tuning Controls.

Main High-Pass Filter Stops your main speakers from reproducing bass frequencies, letting your subwoofer
handle them instead. This reduces strain on your main speakers and can lead to a cleaner, more defined sound
overall.

e On: Frequencies below the selected crossover point are attenuated.

e Off: Main speakers receive a full-range signal.

Available only when Subwoofer Mode is set to On + Tuning Controls.

Crossover Frequency Sets the point at which your main speakers hand off bass to the subwoofer. Frequencies
below this point are redirected to the subwoofer. Match this value to the crossover setting on your subwoofer for
the best results.

e Adjustable range: 20 Hz to 250 Hz

Available only when Subwoofer Mode is set to On + Tuning Controls.

Phase Inverted If the bass sounds thin, hollow, or disconnected from your main speakers, try enabling this.
Inverting the phase can help the subwoofer blend more naturally, particularly depending on your room layout
and subwoofer placement.

o Default: Off

Available only when Subwoofer Mode is set to On + Tuning Controls.
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Connecting a Subwoofer When connecting an active subwoofer to the Evo 300, connect the Evo 300's Sub Out
to the subwoofer's LFE / Mono input when using On or On + Tuning Controls mode. In On + Tuning Controls
mode, bass management and crossover filtering are handled by the Evo 300.

Getting Started If you're setting up a subwoofer for the first time, work through the settings in this order:

1. Set the crossover frequency on your subwoofer first. Most subwoofers have a physical crossover dial — set it
to around 80 Hz as a starting point.

2. Enable the main speaker high-pass filter and match the cutoff frequency in the app to the value on your
subwoofer.

3. Adjust the sub level until the bass feels balanced with your main speakers.

4. Try Phase Inverted only if the bass still sounds thin or disconnected after the above steps.

Notes
e Subwoofer settings do not affect headphone or Bluetooth output.
e When playing DSD content, subwoofer settings (other than On / Off) are unavailable.

e For best results, fine-tune crossover frequency and level while listening from your normal seating position.

*Deezer is only available within the StreamMagic app when running firmware version 129-b-004 or later and
StreamMagic app version 2.9.0 or later.

Bluetooth output

Your player supports Bluetooth output. This means you can send the audio from your player, wirelessly to
Bluetooth headphones or a Bluetooth speaker.

Pairing
If you haven't connected your player to a Bluetooth device previously you'll need to use the StreamMagic app.

1. Make sure your Bluetooth device is set to pairing mode (see your Bluetooth device instructions for how to do
this).

2. Open the StreamMagic app.
3. Tap select output on the home page.
4. Select Pair new Bluetooth device.

5. Select your Bluetooth device from the list of available devices.

Your player will now switch its audio output to playback on your Bluetooth device.
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Once paired your Bluetooth device will be remembered by your player.
To switch audio output to a Bluetooth device

Make sure your Bluetooth device is switched on and ready to connect.
either:

1. Open the StreamMagic app.

To switch audio away from the Bluetooth device

Notes:
e Audio cannot be output to a Bluetooth device if the Bluetooth source is currently selected.
e Please use the volume controls on your Bluetooth headphones.

e The EVO can only connect to Bluetooth speakers or headphones that have their own volume control.

Settings

Device Name

This is how your player will appear in your StreamMagic app and on your home network when using services like
Spotify, Chromecast built-in and TIDAL Connect.

Giving your player a unique name makes it easier to distinguish when using streaming and smart home services.
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AirPlay Name

This is how your player will appear when using AirPlay or the Apple Home app.
Standby Mode

This selects what type of standby mode your player will use.

Network Standby means your player will still be controllable by the StreamMagic app and other network services

If Eco mode is chosen your player will use even less power in standby but will need to be switched on either by
the front panel or the remote control.

Automatic Power Down
This sets how long your player will wait while inactive before switching into standby.
Display Brightness

This sets the brightness of your player’s display. If set to ‘OB the display will show for a few seconds after any cha
nge and then switch oB.

Roon Ready DSD

This will allow you to choose how Roon provides DSD content.

Use DoP for digital output - If your device does support native DSD in DoP
format. Use PCM for digital output - If your device doesn’t support native DSD.

Tone Control™*

We've tuned Evo to deliver Great British Sound; however we realise how personal and subjective listening can be
so we've added a digital tone control to allow you to tailor the sound of Evo to your own preference.

If you’d rather leave your sound untouched, you can disable the tone control completely and audio will bypass all
processing, leaving Evo performing exactly as we tuned it.

Note: Tone control will not aBlect DSD streams and will not be present on Bluetooth output.

Volume Limit

This sets the maximum volume that other streaming services like AirPlay, Spotify, TIDAL Connect and
Chromecast built-in can set. The

Firmware

Factory Reset

This will return your player to its factory settings.

Troubleshooting

If you have trouble connecting the Evo to your network, these steps may help to resolve the problem:

e ConBIrm that a connected computer can access the Internet (i.e. can browse the web) using the same network.

e |f you have an encrypted Wi-Fi network, check that you have entered the correct key or passphrase. Remember that text-format

keys are case-sensitive.

If your Evo can connect to the network successfully but is unable to play particular Internet Radio stations, it

may be due to one of the following causes:

The station is not broadcasting anymore.

If you have problems with UPnP playback check the following:

The station is not broadcasting at this time of the day (remember it may be located in a diBlerent time zone).

The station has reached the maximum allowed number of simultaneous listeners.

The Internet connection between the server (often locatedin a diflerent country) and you is tooslow.

e Ensure your chosen UPnP server software is capable of serving the Blle type you are trying to access. Some servers do not serve

FLAC for instance.
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e Evo can only play non DRM HBles. Files that have DRM controls cannot be played by Evo. Some servers may be able to authorise and
de-crypt Microsoft PlaysForSure before then serving the content to Evo, but this operation is not guaranteed as it is purely a function
of the server.

e [f attempting to play 24-bit WAV or FLAC content a wired Ethernet connection is normally required for reliable operation due to
bandwidth considerations.

e Check Evois capable of playing back the Blle type you are trying to access.

If you have problems with USB Media playback check the following:

e Check Evois capable of playing back the Ble type you are trying to access.

e For USB Media Evo can only play non DRM Bles. Files that have DRM controls cannot be played.
e Check that your device does not require more than 1A if it is powered from the USB socket itself.
e Check your device format is supported by Evo.

e The way you organise your USB media aBects how eBlciently Evo can browse the content. A good practice is to create folders for
Artists within which you should have subfolders for each Album which then contain the tracks for that Album. Libraries with
thousands of tracks in one folder will progressively slow down Evo's media browsing.

A TV connected to a digital input has dropouts, glitches or disrupted audio.

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Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)

Can I play files from a connected USB HD when the EVO is not connected to a
network?

This is not possible as the use of the StreamMagic app is required to be able to play local Bles from a connected
USB HD. Please note that it is strongly recommended that the EVO is connected to a network at all times.

What USB HD’s will the EVO support?

The EVO will read large capacity hard drives connected to the USB Media input. However, some larger capacity
drives may require their own power supply, as the player's USB port may not provide enough power for the drive
to function.

The EVO will support USB hard drives which are formatted to FAT32, NTFS and exFAT.

The primary function of the EVO is as a network music player. The USB port is intended for convenient
connection of USB thumb drives. As such, we cannot guarantee compatibility with all USB HDDs.

Does the EVO support use of 4Q and 8Q speakers?

The EVO 300 supports the use of both 8Q and 4Q speakers. The expected power output when using speakers
with these impedance ratings are as follows:

300W into 8 Ohms 600W into 4 Ohms
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
