1 General safety 
information

Take note of all warning and safety notes 
indicated. Do not make any changes or settings 
that are not described in this user manual. 
Incorrect operation, and improper handling can 
lead to physical injury, damage to the product 
or loss of data.

Setting up the product
This product is for indoor use only. Place the 
product securely on a stable, flat surface. 
To help avoid possible injuries to persons or 
damage to the product itself, position all cables 
in such a way that no one will trip over them.

Do not operate the product in damp rooms. 
Never touch the mains cable or the mains 
connection with wet hands.

Never operate the product immediately after 
moving it from a cold location to a hot location. 
When the product is exposed to such a change 
in temperature, moisture may condense on the 
crucial internal parts.

The product must have sufficient ventilation 
and must not be covered. Do not put the 
product in closed cabinets, boxes, or other 
enclosures when in use.

Protect the product from direct sunlight, 
heat, intense temperature fluctuations and 
moisture. Do not place the product in the 
vicinity of heaters or air conditioners. Observe 
the information on temperature listed in the 
technical data (see Technical data, page 20).

Prolonged operation of the product causes the 
surface to become hot.

3 Initial setup
Install the projector
You can install the projector in four different 
ways. Follow the guidelines below to correctly 
install the projector.

Notice

For overhead mounting on ceiling, 
purchase a projector mount 
recommended by an installation 
professional and follow the instructions 
that come with the mount.

Before mounting on the ceiling, make 
sure the ceiling can support the weight 
of the projector and mounting kit.

For ceiling installation, this product 
must be securely attached to the ceiling 
in accordance with the installation 
instructions. An improper ceiling 
installation may result in accident, injury 
or damage. 

Front table

1 Place the projector on a table in front of the 
projection screen. This is the most common 
way to position the projector for quick 
setup and portability.

2 To adjust projection to the correct position, 
select Settings from the home menu, then 
navigate to select Option - Projection Mode 
- Front.
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Front ceiling

1 Mount the projector on the ceiling with 
upside-down in front of the projection 
screen. A projector mount is required to 
mount the projector on ceiling.

2 To adjust projection to the correct position, 
select Settings from the home menu, then 
navigate to select Option - Projection Mode 
- Front Ceiling.

Rear table

1 Place the projector on a table behind the 
projection screen. A special rear projection 
screen is required.

2 To adjust projection to the correct position, 
select Settings from the home menu, then 
navigate to select Option - Projection Mode 
- Rear.

Rear ceiling

1 Mount the projector on ceiling with upside-
down behind the projection screen. To 
mount the projector on ceiling behind the 
screen, a projector mount and a special rear 
projection screen is required.

2 To adjust projection to the correct position, 
select Settings from the home menu, then 
navigate to select Option - Projection Mode 
- Rear Ceiling.

Use a tripod (optional)
You can use the projector with a tripod 
(optional) which allows more choices for 
placing the projector.

Locate the tripod socket on the bottom of the 
projector, then mount and secure the projector 
on the tripod.

Connect to power supply
CAUTION!

Always use the  button to turn the 
projector on and off.

1 Fix an appropriate plug (EU, UK, US) onto 
the round base of the power adapter.

Align the two metal pins, then slightly turn 
the plug clockwise until you hear a click.

• To detach the plug from the power 
adapter, hold down the latch at the edge 
of the round base, and simultaneously 
turn the plug counter-clockwise until you 
can pull it off the round base of the power 
adapter.

2 Connect the power cable to the DC socket 
at the rear of the projector, and then to the 
wall outlet.

• The power LED on the projector lights up 
in red.

3 Remove the lens cap by pulling it gently 
towards you.

Prepare the remote control
CAUTION!

The improper use of batteries can 
lead to overheating, explosion, risk of 
fire and injury. Leaking batteries can 
possibly damage the remote control.

Never expose the remote control to 
direct sunlight.

Avoid deforming, dismantling or 
charging the batteries.

Avoid exposure to open fire and water.

Replace empty batteries immediately.

Remove the batteries from the remote 
control if not in use for long periods of 
time.

1 Press and hold the battery compartment 
cover at the textured part, and 
simultaneously slide it open.

2 Insert the supplied batteries (type AAA) 
with correct polarity (+/-) indicated.

3 Close the battery compartment.

When using the remote control, point 
the remote control at the IR sensor on 
the projector, and make sure there is no 
obstacle between the remote control 
and the IR sensor.

Power on and set up the 
projector

Power on/off the projector
• To turn on the projector, press  on the 

projector or remote control. 
The power LED on the projector turns from 
red to white.

• To turn off the projector, press  twice. 
The projector enters standby mode and its 
power LED turns red.

Adjust image focus
To adjust image focus (sharpness), turn the 
focus adjustment knob on the side of the 
projector until the image is clear.

Adjust screen height
To adjust the screen height when placing the 
projector on a flat surface, turn the height 
adjustment knob located at the bottom of the 
projector.

Adjust screen size
The projection screen size (or size of images) is 
determined by the distance between the lens 
of the projector and the projection surface.

• The projection distance needs to be 1.47 
times the width of your desired screen size.

• The projection image size is to up to 65”.
• The projection distance is 81 inch / 208 cm 

for 65” image size.

Keystone correction
You can manually correct keystone or distorted 
images in the vertical orientation. To do this, 
turn the keystone correction knob on the side 
of the projector.

Digital zoom
You can use the digital zooming function to 
reduce the screen size.

1 From the home menu, select Settings, then 
go to Option - Digital Zoom.

2 Press /  to adjust the screen size among 
100% - 75%.

Select the OSD language
1 From the home menu, select Settings, then 

go to Option - OSD Language.

2 Press the Navigation buttons to select a 
language and press OK.

Connect the projector to a Wi-Fi 
network
To use the wireless screen mirroring function, 
you need to connect the projector to Wi-Fi first.

1 From the home menu, select Settings, then 
go to Wi-Fi -> Wi-Fi Settings.

2 Select Scan and press OK.

3 Select your network from the list and press 
OK.

4 Input your Wi-Fi password using the on-
screen virtual keyboard.

5 Select Connect button and press OK.

Access home menu
The home menu provides easy access to the 
built-in media player, settings and other useful 
features in the projector.

You will see the home menu after turning on 
the projector. 

• Or when the projector is in operation, press 
 to display the home menu.

• Source: See a list of available sources. 
Select the input source corresponding 
to the port to which your video source is 
connected.

• Media Player: Access media playback from 
USB or microSD card. 

• Wi-Fi Screen Sync: Start wireless 
connection to an iOS, Android or Windows 
device for Screen Mirroring. 

• Settings: Access menus to change picture, 
sound, Wi-Fi and other settings.

Select an input source

2 The projector should automatically switch 
to the correct input source.

Connect to a dongle
You can connect a dongle (e.g. Amazon 
Fire TV stick®, Roku® streaming stick) to the 
projector to watch videos over the internet. 
With this connection, images are shown on the 
projection screen, and audio is played on the 
projector.

1 Connect the dongle to the projector's HDMI 
port using an HDMI™ cable.

2 Connect the dongle to the projector's USB 
port (5V/1A) using a USB cable for power.

3 The projector should automatically switch 
to the correct input source. If not, press  
on the remote control to bring up the input 
source list, and then select HDMI.

Connect to an AV source
You can connect the projector to your AV 
systems (e.g., your VCR or DVD player) via an AV 
cable connection. With this connection, images 
are shown on the projection screen, and audio 
is played on the projector.

1 Using an AV cable, connect the AV port on 
the projector to an AV source.

2 The projector should automatically switch 
to the correct input source. If not, press  
on the remote control to bring up the input 
source list, and then select AV. 
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Connect to external 
speakers or headphones
Connect external speakers or headphones to 
the projector. With this connection, audio from 
the projector is played through the external 
speakers or headphones.

• The internal speaker of the projector is 
deactivated automatically when external 
speakers or headphones are connected to 
the projector.

DANGER!

Danger of hearing damage!

Before connecting the headphones, 
turn down the volume on the projector.

Do not use the projector over a longer 
time at high volume – especially when 
using headphones. This could lead to 
hearing damage.

1 Using a 3.5 mm audio cable, connect the  
jack on the projector to the analogue audio 
input (3.5 mm jack) on external speakers. 
Or connect the  jack on the projector to 
headphones.

This section helps you use the projector to play 
media from a wide range of sources.

The projector supports a USB storage 
device that is formatted for FAT16 or 
FAT32 file systems.

Supported file formats

The media player supports the following file 
formats.

1 Connect a USB storage device to the USB 

port on the projector.

• Or connect a microSD card to the 
MICRO SD slot on the projector.

3 The media player screen is displayed. 
Select Movie to access video files stored in 
your device.

4 Select your storage type USB or Card.

5 Select a video file and press OK to play 
video.

5 During the playback, you can perform the 
following operations:

• Press /  to adjust the volume.

• Press OK to reveal the playback control 
buttons at the bottom of the projection 
screen. Select a control button and 
press OK to trigger the control.

• Press  to hide the control buttons.
6 To stop the playback and return to the list 

of files in the current folder, press .

Photo playback
1 Connect a USB storage device to the USB 

port on the projector.

• Or connect a microSD card to the 
MICRO SD slot on the projector.

2 From the home menu (press ), select 
Media Player.

3 In the media player screen, select Photo to 
access photo files stored in your device.

4 Select a photo file and press OK to display 
a photo.

5 During the playback, you can perform the 
following operations:

• Press /  to adjust the volume.

• Press OK to reveal the playback control 
buttons at the bottom of the projection 
screen. Select a control button and 
press OK to trigger the control.

• Press  to hide the control buttons.
6 To stop the playback and return to the list 

of files in the current folder, press .

A list of available 
receivers will appear. Tap on the name of 
your projector from the list.

* Name of this mirroring function can be 
different according to your smartphone and 
brand.

4 After successful connection, the screen 
content of your smartphone is shared on 
the projection surface.

• Picture Mode: Select a predefined color 
brightness setting for picture and video 
display, or select User to customize color 
values on brightness, contrast, color 
saturation, tint and sharpness. 
• Contrast: Adjust the contrast of the 

projected image.
• Brightness: Adjust the overall brightness 

of the projected image.
• Color: Adjust the colour saturation of 

the projected image.
• Tint: Adjust the tint of the projected 

image.
• Sharpness: Adjust the clarity of detail in 

the projected image.
• Color Temperature: Select Warm when 

using the projector in warm lighting 
environments; select Cool for use in typical 
office lighting, or Medium for a balanced 
picture.

• Noise Reduction: Select a noise reduction 
level (Low, Middle, High) to remove image 
noise from a video signal to achieve image 
clearness.
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Sound settings
1 From the home menu, select Settings.

2 Navigate to Sound to access the following 
settings:

• Sound Mode: Select a preset sound mode.
• Standard: Optimize sound quality for 

general content.

• Movie: Best for movies.

• Music: Best for music.

• Sports: Best for sports.

• User: Select User to set the treble and 
bass levels.

• Balance: Adjust the sound balance level 
(left/right balance) from -50 to 50. The 
default is 0.

More options
1 From the home menu, select Settings.

2 Navigate to Option to access the following 
settings:

• OSD Language: Select a language for 
the OSD menus.

• Projection Mode: Adjust the projection 
to the correct direction based on how 
the projector is installed.

• Digital Zoom: Scale down the screen 
size in the range from 100% to 75%.

• Factory Reset: Restore the product to 
its factory default settings.

• Software Upgrade: Update the 
projector's software through a USB 
drive.

• Network Upgrade: Update the 
projector's software over-the-air.

• Version: View the projector's software 
version.

Factory reset
If the projector does not function normally, 
reset the projector to the default settings. It will 
delete all the current settings.

1 From the home menu, select Settings.

2 Navigate to Option - Factory Reset and press 
OK.

3 Follow the on-screen instructions to start or 
cancel resetting.
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10 Maintenance
Cleaning

DANGER!

Follow the following instructions when 
cleaning the projector:

Use a soft, lint-free cloth. Never use 
liquid or easily flammable cleansers 
(sprays, abrasives, polishes, alcohol, 
etc.). Do not allow any moisture to 
reach the interior of the projector. 
Do not spray the projector with any 
cleaning fluids.

Wipe over the surfaces gently. Be 
careful that you do not scratch the 
surfaces.

Cleaning the lens
Use a soft brush or lens cleaning paper for 
cleaning the lens of the projector.

DANGER!

Do not use any liquid cleaning agents!

Do not use any liquid cleaning 
agents for cleaning the lens, to avoid 
damaging the coating film on the lens.

Update software through 
Internet

OK. The projector will check if a new version 

is available. 

• If a new version is found, the projector 
will prompt you to start the update.

Problems Solutions

The projector cannot be turned on. • Disconnect and reconnect the power cable, and 
try to turn the projector on again.

The projector turns itself off. • When the projector is running for a long period 
of time, the surface becomes hot. Ventilate the 
projector properly, with at least 30 cm clearness 
around all the sides of the projector.

• Check that the power cable is connected correctly.

The projector cannot be turned off. • Press and hold  longer than 30 seconds.

The projector cannot read the USB stick. • The projector does not support the exFAT file 
system.

• Format the USB stick in FAT format, then use it.

No image from the external HDMI™ device. • Check if the HDMI™ input is selected.
• Disconnect the HDMI™ cable or switch off the 

HDMI™ device.
• Wait 3 seconds.
• Reconnect the HDMI™ cable or switch on the 

HDMI™ device again.

No sound from the external connected 
device.

• Check the cables to the external device.

• Check that the sound is activated on the external 
device.

• Only the original cables from the device 
manufacturer may function.

No sound from external HDMI™ output 
device.

• On the HDMI™ output device, set the audio 
setting to Stereo (PCM).

No sound when you connect your 
computer via HDMI™ cable.

• Check that the sound is activated on the computer 
and set to output to the projector.

The projector does not react to remote 
control commands.

• Check the batteries of the remote control.

The temperature of the projector’s surface 
is warm.

• For this projector it is normal to generate 
moderate heat during operation.

What to do if the projector does not work 
when connecting to a notebook PC?

• Check that the HDMI™ cable is plugged in 
correctly.

• Make sure that the notebook PC has been 
switched to projector display.
